Walter Maciel Gallery is pleased to present The Great Outdoors by acclaimed filmmaker Anne Alvergue.  On view in our back gallery and marking the presentation of our first short film, the documentary features a unique observation of wildlife captured from Alvergue’s former home while on a two year hiatus living in a cabin on 50 acres of undeveloped woods in the Hudson Valley.   

More often than not, our only experience seeing wild animals is for a split second from a car or hike or in a glossy, mediated National Geographic documentary.  Using a special trail camera typically used by hunters to hunt game, the images are captured without human interference. This film shows wild animals as they are, typically with a direct gaze at the viewer, breaking the fourth wall.  Placing this projection within a confined frame of a window (where we are used to looking at objects but not being looked at), amplifies the idea of whose watching who.   The film is 10 minutes in length and will be presented on a loop.  

Anne Alvergue is a documentary filmmaker and artist. Her films have screened internationally at film festivals and galleries, including Pacific Film Archive and the San Francisco Art Institute. Her editing credits include Michael Apted's Married in America, My Kid Could Paint That, Africa Rising, and Being Elmo. Her work has aired on PBS, MTV, ESPN, Discovery, A&E, VH1 and Lifetime. Her most recent documentary work premiered at Arsenal Berlin in October 2015. She received a Bachelor's Degree from UC Berkeley and a Master's Degree in Documentary Film from Stanford University.  She currently resides in Beacon, NY.
