In conjunction with the January inauguration of president-elect Barack Obama, Walter Maciel Gallery will present a group of works that celebrate the changes in American politics.  The show entitled Political Draw comments on the necessity for government reform in order to bring stability back to the financial market, guarantee equality of human rights and restructure basic needs such as healthcare.  Each artist was asked to depict his or her thoughts about the new administration, the economic crisis and current political changes in their communities with the use of any medium.  Most of the work will be in a small format and will be installed as a visual narrative sampling the unique experiences from different communities across the country as well as Mexico.   
In Gallery 2, James Buckhouse will present a computer controlled animated video entitled DAY FOR NIGHT that re-edits itself every time it plays. The video is made up of hand-drawn animation, computer processed video and computer generated images. The subject matter of the video is the structure of cinematic narrative material - common tropes of cinema replaying themselves with structural fidelity, but narrative obscurity. The story traces the lives of several characters as they meet, discuss, and pursue each other through cinematic space.   The exhibition will include the video projection along with selected stills presented as c-prints.  
Buckhouse is included in the book Models: 306090 11 (306090) that was published by the Princeton Architectural Press in 2007.  A commission entitled Tap for the Dia Center for the Arts in New York in 2002 was included in the Whitney Biennial that same year.  Furthermore, Buckhouse has exhibited at the Institute of Contemporary Art in London and has given a preview of his collaborative work with New York City Ballet choreographer Christopher Wheeldon at the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum Works & Process series. His art practice brings together drawing, painting, and animation in a conceptual framework. Buckhouse received a BA in Visual Art from Brown University, and was a Visiting Artist at the Stanford University Digital Art Center from 1999-2001. He lives and works in San Francisco.
