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Walter Maciel Gallery is pleased to present The living room by Timothy Paul Myers who works in collaboration with Andrew Barnes.  The exhibition is the first solo show at our gallery and consists of a large still-life installation done using gray felt and a series of small wall sculptures.  
For the past several years Myers has collaborated with Barnes sharing ideas and strategies to execute their work.  The living room is a site-specific wall installation recreating an interior living space complete with a fireplace mantle, reading chair, hanging lamp, stacks of books, boxes and vases with flowers all covered in the same monochromatic gray felt.  The objects are all life size and are presented as if the wall was copied from an existing home.  The obvious moment of the imagination is the abundance of felt flowers exploding gracefully out of the fireplace like an eruption of beauty.  The lilies, sunflowers and roses spill on to the floor near stacks of books under and near the armless chair.  Upon closer inspection, a bag that has fallen over with scattered crackers teeters on the mantle and leads to the area below the chair where a coffee cup sits upon a stack of books.  Nearby on the floors are empty crumpled cans, bottles and a scattering of pistachio shells.  A random lint brush is included on the mantel perhaps alluding to the nature of the medium and adding a bit of humor.  The evidence is clear that this still-life implies human behavior and the results of someone caught up in their favorite past time activities.  

The site-specific installation strays a bit from Myers’s former work sorting information, collecting found objects and creating repetitive performances with the results recorded as information in their outcomes.  The piece was initially made for the exhibition Sew What at the Children’s Museum of the Arts in Manhattan and was on view earlier this year.  Myers intentionally chose a work void of color that would interest and inspire children to think outside the box.  He works in a variety of materials and credits his fascination in random objects to his childhood memory of collecting, dismantling and rebuilding beat-up radios.  In conjunction with the installation, a series of smaller wall sculptures taken from similar parts of the larger still-life will be on view but with the use of pink felt and flocking in contrast to the gray.  Arranged in specifically selected groupings, random objects are displayed on the shelves revealing the collectibles from personal experience.     
Originally from Australia, Myers was born in Adelaide and resides in Brooklyn where he has been a practicing artist for several years.  He received a BFA at the University of Texas in Austin.  Myers has had gallery representation and has shown regularly in New York since 2006.  His work is included in the corporate collections of the Contemporary Art Center at 1Gap, Tory Burch, Ralph Lauren as well as many private collections.  Myers has been featured in the New York Times, Los Angeles Times, Interior Design Magazine and A Magazine among others.
